MENSAGEM DO PRESIDENTE

Fechamos o terceiro trimestre de 2021 com a certeza de que estamos no caminho
certo. Os resultados que apresentamos novamente comprovam ndo somente a
exceléncia operacional da JBS, mas a inegavel forca do nosso time de mais de 250 mil
colaboradores ao redor do mundo. Prdspera e virtuosa é a empresa que atravessa
periodos tdo desafiadores com tamanha solidez, preservando sua responsabilidade
com o planeta e com as comunidades em que esta inserida, e ao mesmo tempo
gerando valor para todos os seus stakeholders.

Alcancamos recentemente um reconhecimento que nos enche de orgulho: somos full
investment grade, o que coloca a JBS no grupo das companhias mais respeitadas e
sélidas em todo o mundo. E o resultado direto do foco do nosso time na exceléncia
operacional, na sustentabilidade ambiental e financeira e na governancga corporativa.
Nomeamos dois novos conselheiros independentes para nosso Conselho de
Administracdo, fortalecemos nossas politicas, processos e estruturas de governanca e
compliance, e implementamos uma meta agressiva de sustentabilidade que nos
levard a ser Net Zero até 2040.

Encerramos este trimestre no melhor e mais robusto momento de nossa historia: Nossa alavancagem chegou a 1,49x,
mesmo com todos os investimentos organicos e inorganicos que estamos fazendo nas diversas geografias em que
operamos. Desde 2020, investimos USS$1,4bi em ESG, USS3,7bi em novas aquisi¢des, USS1,3bi em expansdo ou
moderniza¢cdes nas nossas unidades produtivas e retornamos USS$3,3 bi aos acionistas. Concluimos neste trimestre a
aquisicdo dos negdcios de carnes e refeicGes da Kerry Consumer Foods, lider na producdo de refeicGes prontas
congeladas e resfriadas no Reino Unido e na Irlanda; obtivemos a aprovacéo final para aquisicdo da Huon, a segunda
maior empresa de aquicultura de salmdo da Australia e que marca a nossa entrada neste segmento; anunciamos o
acordo para aquisicdo da SunnyValley, empresa produtora de bacon, presunto, peito de peru e outros alimentos
preparados nos Estados Unidos.

Com os bons resultados alcangados no presente, temos também nos dedicado a garantir as condi¢gdes necessarias
para continuar prosperando no futuro. E justamente por isso que fomos a primeira grande empresa de nosso setor a
assumir o compromisso Net Zero. Até 2040, vamos zerar o balanco liquido de nossas emissGes de gases de efeito
estufa em toda a nossa cadeia de valor. Foi por isso também que estivemos presentes na COP26, em Glasgow, com o
objetivo de aprender e compartilhar nossos aprendizados com lideres globais imbuidos da mesma preocupacdo:
buscar um futuro mais sustentdvel para todos.

Na COP, produzimos, ao lado de outras nove das maiores empresas globais de comércio e processamento de
alimentos do mundo, uma declaragdo conjunta nos comprometendo a desenvolver, até a COP27, um roteiro setorial
para conter o aquecimento global em 1,5°C acima dos niveis pré-industriais. Essa declaracdo foi articulada pelos
governos dos EUA e do Reino Unido, com apoio da Tropical Forest Alliance, ligada ao Férum Econémico Mundial, e
pelo Conselho Empresarial Mundial para o Desenvolvimento Sustentdvel. Assinamos também uma parceria
estratégica com a Royal DSM para avangarmos na reducdo da emissdo de metano entérico bovino em escala mundial,
por meio da utilizagdo de um novo suplemento alimentar na cadeia de valor da producdo de carne bovina.

Temos duas urgéncias a enfrentar: frear o aquecimento global e garantir a seguranca alimentar da crescente
populacdo mundial. A esse respeito, tenho duas convic¢Ges: que esses desafios ndo podem ser enfrentados
isoladamente, mas sim apenas com a unido de todos, e que a agropecuaria é parte crucial da solugcdo. Somente a
transicdo para uma producdo agropecuaria mais sustentavel e de baixo carbono vai nos permitir a perenidade de
nosso negdcio, e garantir a seguranca alimentar e preservac¢do do planeta como um todo.

Com isso em mente e assumindo responsabilidades a altura de nosso papel como lideres globais, seguiremos focados
em nosso propdsito de alimentar pessoas do mundo com o que had de melhor e de maneira cada vez mais
sustentavel.

SOCIAL

Desde 2020, o programa de responsabilidade social “Fazer o Bem Faz Bem” distribuiu mais
de RS700 milhdes em doacdes globalmente para o enfrentamento da pandemia da Covid-19, sendo
R$400 milhdes no Brasil e, recentemente, a JBS anunciou a doagdo de mais de 130 toneladas de
proteinas até o final do ano. O programa aportou mais de RS20 milhdes em projetos de ONGs e
instituicdes sociais, beneficiando mais de 2 milhdes de pessoas em situacdo de vulnerabilidade social no
Brasil.

Nos Estados Unidos, a JBS tem fortalecido o programa Hometown Strong para apoiar as comunidades
onde esta inserida, com doacdes financeiras, bolsas de estudo e apoio para construgdo de moradias,
entre outras a¢8es. A doacdo mais recente foi destinada a drea de Green Bay, no Wisconsin, onde a JBS
estd viabilizando a construgdo de 200 unidades habitacionais. Também como parte da iniciativa
Hometown Strong, a JBS USA e a Pilgrim’s estdo construindo o maior programa de mensalidades
universitarias gratuitas na América do Norte, o Better Futures. Os colaboradores e seus filhos
dependentes tém a oportunidade de realizar cursos superiores de curta duracdo.

INCLUSAO E DIVERSIDADE

Foi criado um novo Comité de Diversidade e inclusdo vinculado ao Conselho de Administracdo, uma
Comissdo de D&I e quatro grupos de afinidades para: Mulheres, LGBTQIAP+, étnico-raciais e pessoas com
deficiéncia.

Os grupos contam com o apoio da RM Consulting, consultoria de Rachel Maia, para impulsionar as a¢des
de diversidade e inclusdo e letramento social da alta lideranca da JBS sobre questBes relacionadas a
equidade e inclusdo. Até o momento, ja foram mais de 600 horas de treinamento sobre os temas para
diretores, equipes de comunicacdo e RH.

Passamos a integrar a iniciativa Mover (Movimento pela Equidade Racial), que redne quase 50 empresas
do setor de bens de consumo, que buscam gerar 10 mil novas posi¢cdes de lideranca para pessoas negras,
além de gerar oportunidades para 3 milhdes de pessoas nos préoximos anos por meio de a¢des praticas.

GOVERNANCA

Em 28 de Outubro, foram eleitos os Srs. Cledorvino Belini e Francisco Turra como membros
independentes do Conselho de Administragdo. Com mais de 40 anos de carreira em empresas
multinacionais, o Sr. Cledorvino Belini presidiu a montadora Fiat no Brasil e na América Latina por 11
anos, entre 2004 e 2015. Foi Presidente da Associacdao Nacional dos Fabricantes de Veiculos Automotores
(Anfavea) entre 2010 e 2013 e Diretor Presidente da Companhia Energética de Minas Gerais S.A. (Cemig)
de fevereiro de 2019 a janeiro de 2020. Ex-ministro da Agricultura, o Sr. Francisco Turra tem vasta
experiéncia no setor do agronegdcio e no mercado financeiro, tendo ocupado a Vice-Presidéncia e a
Diretoria de Operag8es do banco BRDE entre 2007 e 2008 e a Presidéncia do Banrisul de 1995 a 1996. Foi
também Presidente da Companhia Nacional de Abastecimento (Conab), Presidente da Associacdo
Brasileira de Proteina Animal (ABPA) e Vice-Presidente da Associagdo Latino-Americana de Avicultura.

O Conselho de Administracdo da JBS também conta com 2 mulheres e conquistou a certificacgdo WOB
(Women on Board), que reconhece organizacdes com ao menos duas mulheres como conselheiras
ou diretoras executivas. A iniciativa é apoiada pela ONU Mulheres.

AMBIENTAL

A IBS foi a primeira empresa global do setor de proteina a assumir o compromisso de zerar o balanco
liquido de suas emissGes de gases causadores do efeito estufa (GEE), com um plano de ac¢do, sustentado
em metas baseadas na ciéncia, consistente com os critérios estabelecidos pela Science-Based Targets
initiative (SBT).

A JBS participou da campanha Race to Zero, da ONU, que tem como objetivo reunir lideres do mundo
todo para zerar as emissdes liquidas de gases de efeito estufa.

E na COP 26 em Glasgow, na Escdécia, assinou uma declaragdo conjunta, articulada pelos governos do
Reino Unido e dos Estados Unidos, com outras empresas se comprometendo a desenvolver até a COP27
um roteiro setorial para conter o aquecimento global em 1,5° C. No mesmo evento firmou parceria com a
Royal DSM para implementar um projeto com a meta de reduzir a emissdo de metano entérico bovino
em escala mundial.

INVESTMENT GRADE

Em 5 de novembro de 2021, que a agéncia de rating Moody’s Investors Service (Moody’s) elevou a
classificacdo da JBS S.A. (“JBS”) para Baa3 de Bal, com perspectiva estavel.

De acordo com o relatdrio da Moody's, a atualizacdo para Baa3 reflete a “estratégia da JBS de expandir
sua presenca global em segmentos de alimentos preparados e de valor agregado, o que melhorou seu
perfil de negdcios e resultou em maior estabilidade nas margens operacionais e no fluxo de caixa ao
longo do tempo, enquanto o cronograma de amortiza¢do da divida conservador reduz o risco de
liquidez”. Ainda de acordo com o relatdrio, a “Moody's reconhece que a JBS melhorou sua governanca
corporativa” e que “o estabelecimento de um comité de auditoria estatutario independente e de politicas
financeiras e de conformidade sdo considera¢des positivas para a governanga da empresa e apoiam esta
acdo de rating. A JBS implementou uma série de politicas de conformidade desde 2018, incluindo um
Cédigo de Conduta Global, uma Politica Global de Conflitos de Interesse e uma Politica Global
Anticorrupgao”.

Em 8 de Junho de 2021, a agéncia de rating Fitch Ratings havia elevado a classificacdo da JBS para grau de
investimento. Desta forma, com a classificacdo pelas duas agéncias, a Companhia passa a ser classificada
como Full Investment Grade.

A acdo da JBS desempenhou acima do indice IBOVESPA no ultimo ano, alcancando uma valorizacdo de
79,3% no periodo entre 30 de setembro de 2020 e 30 de setembro de 2021. No mesmo periodo, o IBOV
teve valorizagdo de 17,3%.
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RETORNO AO ACIONISTA

O lucro liquido acumulado em 2021 chegou a R$14 bilhdes. Este valor ja implicaria um dividendo minimo
de em torno de R$3,5 bilhdes a serem pagos em 2022, dos quais j& adiantamos RS$2,5 bilhdes em agosto
de 2021.

Considerando os dividendos intercalares anunciados nesta data, a JBS jd acumula um Dividend Yield de
8% em 2021.

Se somarmos o0s RS7 bilhdes de recompra realizada este ano até o més de outubro, o retorno ao acionista
Dividend Yield + Buyback totaliza 15% em 2021.

AQUISICOES

Em 3 de Novembro, a JBS anunciou a aprovacdo do Tribunal Federal da Australia para adquirir 100% das
acBes emitidas pela HUON pelo valor equivalente a AUS425 milhdes (EV de AUS546 milhdes) em 17 de
novembro de 2021. Esta é a Ultima etapa necessdria na aquisicdo. A Huon é a segunda maior empresa de
aquicultura de salmdo da Austrdlia com operacGes verticalmente integradas situadas na Tasmania,
abrangendo incubatdrios, agricultura marinha, colheita, processamento, marketing, vendas e distribuicdo.
Os produtos primarios incluem filets de salmao, por¢des embaladas e outros produtos de valor agregado
para os canais do varejo doméstico e atacado, e exportacdo.

Em 15 de Outubro, a JBS anunciou uma proposta de compra da Sunnyvalley Smoked Meats, Inc., por
USS90 milhdes. Fundada em 1990, a Sunnyvalley Smoked Meats produz uma variedade de produtos,
como bacon defumado, presunto e peito de peru, para venda ao consumidor no varejo e no atacado sob
a marca Sunnyvalley. A aquisicdo inclui uma unidade de producdo em Manteca, Califérnia, e a receita
bruta anual da empresa ¢ de USS150 milhdes.

Em 24 de Setembro, a JBS concluiu a aquisicdo dos negdcios de Meats and Meals da Kerry Food Group.
Este negdcio passara a ser chamado Pilgrim’s Food Masters e atenderd as relacdes com clientes-chave,
fornecendo uma variedade de produtos de valor agregado e alimentos preparados com um portfélio de
marcas fortes.

RECEITA LIQUIDA

No 3721, a JBS registrou uma receita liquida consolidada de R$92,6 bilhdes, o que representa um aumento
de 32,2% em relacdo ao 3T20, registrando um crescimento em reais em todas as unidades de negdcio: Seara
(+38,2%), JBS Brasil (+35,3%), JBS USA Bovinos (+34,2%), JBS USA Suinos (+42,2%), e PPC (+21%).

No periodo, cerca de 73% das vendas globais da JBS foram realizadas nos mercados domésticos em que a
Companhia atua e 27% por meio de exportacdes.

Nos Ultimos 12 meses, a receita liquida atingiu o recorde de R$329,6 bilhdes (USS61,7 bilhdes).

EBITDA AJUSTADO

No 3T21, o EBITDA ajustado da JBS foi de R$13,9 bilhdes, o que representa um aumento de 74,2% em
relagdo ao 3720, com destaque para a unidade JBS USA Beef. A margem EBITDA foi de 15,0%.

Nos dltimos 12 meses, o EBITDA ajustado apresentou novo recorde, atingindo R$39,5 bilhdes (US7,4
bilhGes), com margem EBITDA de 12,0%.

LUCRO LIQUIDO

No 3721, a JBS registrou lucro liquido recorde de RS$7,6 bilhdes, 142,1% maior que no 3T20, e que
representa um lucro por acdo de R$3,01.

FLUXO DE CAIXA OPERACIONAL E LIVRE

No 3T21, o fluxo de caixa das atividades operacionais foi de R$10,8 bilh&es, um aumento de 40% em funcdo
principalmente da melhora na performance operacional.

O fluxo de caixa livre, apds adicdo de ativo imobilizado, juros pagos e recebidos, totalizou R$7,3 bilhdes. Se
excluissemos o impacto do pagamento de RS1,1 bilhdo de antitruste da PPC, o fluxo de caixa livre do
trimestre teria sido de RS8,4 bilhdes.

FLUXO DE CAIXA DAS ATIVIDADES DE INVESTIMENTOS

No 3721, o valor total das atividades de investimentos da JBS foi de R$7,7 bilhdes. A linha de adi¢do de ativos
imobilizados (CAPEX) totalizou RS$2,6 bilhdes no trimestre e a linha de aquisicdo de controladas, liquido do
caixa obtido na aquisi¢do totalizou RS5,1 bilhdes, devido a conclusdo da aquisicdo dos negdcios de carnes e
refeicdes da Kerry Consumer Foods no final de setembro de 2021.

ENDIVIDAMENTO

A JBS encerrou o 3721 com RS$23,3 bilhdes em caixa. Adicionalmente, a JBS USA possui USS$2,2 bilhdes
disponiveis em linhas de crédito rotativas e garantidas, equivalentes a R$11,9 bilhdes ao cdmbio de
fechamento do trimestre, o que confere a JBS uma disponibilidade total de R$35,2 bilhdes, mais de trés
vezes superior a sua divida de curto prazo.

Em ddlares, a divida liquida passou de USS$9,1 bilhdes no 3T20 para USS11,2 bilhdes no 3T21 e a
alavancagem reduziu de 1,60x para 1,49x neste mesmo periodo.

A divida liquida em reais aumentou de R$51,5 bilhdes no 3720 para RS61,0 bilhdes no 3721, com a
alavancagem reduzindo de 1,83x para 1,52x no periodo.

No 3T21, a Seara registrou receita liquida de R$9,6 bilhdes, um crescimento de 38,2% em relacdo ao 3T20,
como resultado de volumes 20,4% maiores e aumento de 14,7% no preco médio de venda’.

As vendas no mercado doméstico, que responderam por 51% da receita da unidade no periodo, totalizaram
RS4,9 bilhdes, 44% maior que no 3T20. A categoria de produtos preparados manteve a tendéncia de
crescimento e registrou um aumento de 4,0% no volume e de 19,9% no preco médio de vendaZ.

Seguindo o foco em inovacdo, fizemos importantes lancamentos no trimestre:

* Langamos, através da Incrivel Seara, a primeira linha completa de cortes 100% a base de proteina vegetal
do Brasil, tais como, cubos de frango, filé de frango, carne moida, bife bovino e tiras bovinas.

* Buscamos as melhores pimentas do mundo para criar a Seara Super Picante, uma linha completa,
exclusiva e limitada de produtos congelados.

* Langamos o Frango de Padaria Seara, um produto que entrega conveniéncia e o sabor de domingo agora
para a semana toda.

* Expandimos o portfolio de pescados, explorando a variedade e conveniéncia, com novas opcBes de
peixes, tais como, merluza e pescada amarela, e uma linha de empanados, como Isca de Peixe.

No segmento de congelados, a marca Seara completou 28 meses consecutivos na lideranca e alcangou 29,3%
de market share valor, ampliando sua vantagem para 9,3 p.p. em relagdo a segunda colocada. No segmento
de pizzas, a Seara alcangou a lideranga como marca, com 34% de market share valor.

No mercado externo, a receita liquida foi de R$4,7 bilhdes, o que representa um aumento de 32,6% em
relagdo ao 3T20, gracas a um crescimento de 19,7% no volume vendido e de 10,7% no preco médio de
venda. Vale destacar que no periodo houve uma aprecia¢do de 2,8% no cambio médio, que passou de
RS$5,38 no 3T20 para RS5,23 no 3721, além da suspensdo tempordria das habilitacdes para Ardbia Saudita e
da desaceleracdo das exportacGes de carne suina para a China, impactando a rentabilidade no mercado
externo comparado ao mesmo periodo do ano anterior.

No 3T21, o cendrio para os custos de producdo, especialmente o da racdo, se manteve desafiador. Segundo
dados da ESALQ, o custo médio do farelo de soja e do milho no 3T21 foi cerca de 23% e 74% maior que no
3T20, respectivamente. O aumento do custo vem sendo parcialmente compensado pelo repasse de precos,
aliado a um melhor mix de mercados, canais e produtos, além do foco da gestdo da Companhia em eficiéncia
operacional e inovagdo. Com isso, o EBITDA ajustado atingiu R$984,2 milh&es, com margem de 10,2%.

No 3T21, a JBS Brasil registrou uma receita liquida de R$15,5 bilhdes, 35,3% maior que no 3T20, apesar da
reducdo de 11% no numero de bovinos processados no periodo, explicado pelo cenario de escassez de
matéria prima e pela suspensdo temporaria das exportacdes brasileiras para China, ocorridas no inicio de
setembro.

No mercado doméstico brasileiro, que representou 49% dessa unidade, a receita liquida apresentou um
crescimento de 22,6% na comparac¢do anual, principalmente devido ao aumento de 44,3% no preco médio
de venda na categoria de carne bovina in natura, apesar de volumes 17% menores em meio a um cenario
econdmico mais desafiador. Em outubro, a marca Friboi foi certificada pelo Instituto Nacional da Propriedade
Industrial (INPI) como uma marca de Alto Renome, selo que garante a exclusividade do uso do seu nome em
qgualguer segmento de atuacdo. Além disso, a Friboi alcancou uma importante conquista ao ser eleita a
marca de carnes mais lembrada do Brasil, segundo pesquisa do Top of Mind 2021.

O mercado externo foi o destaque do trimestre, com a receita liquida registrando aumento expressivo de
50,1% quando comparado ao 3T20, atingindo a marca de R$7,9 bilhdes, em fungdo principalmente do
crescimento de 25,0% no volume e de 26,7% no preco médio de venda de carne bovina in natura.

O EBITDA totalizou R$946,1 milh&es no 3721, um aumento de 10,4% em relacdo ao 3720, apesar da retracdo
na margem EBITDA que foi de 7,5% no 3720 para 6,1% no 3T21. O resultado do trimestre, ainda que tenha
apresentado uma melhora sequencial, continua sendo impactado pela alta do custo de producdo,

notadamente do preco médio do gado que, segundo dados publicados pelo CEPEA-ESALQ, cresceu cerca de

A demanda por carne bovina continua crescendo nos mercados da América do Norte. O progresso nas
vacinacGes de Covid-19 acelerou a reabertura e reconstrucdo do canal de foodservice enquanto as vendas no
varejo permaneceram fortes, impactando os pregos da carne. Por outro lado, os custos operacionais
também foram maiores devido principalmente a aumentos nos custos de mao de obra e beneficios, bem
como, frete e armazenamento.

A demanda global por carne bovina também continua muito forte, principalmente na Asia, atualmente
responsavel por mais de 75% do total das exportacdes de carne bovina dos Estados Unidos. A China continua
aumentando sua participacdo més apds més, e ja se tornou o 32 maior destino das exportacdes americanas
desta proteina. As exportacdes sdo um importante canal de venda para a carne bovina norte-americana.

Estamos investindo mais de US$130 milhdes na industria de carne bovina dos EUA para aumentar a nossa
capacidade de producdo e mais de US$150 milhdes em aumentos salariais anualizados para colaboradores
em nossas nove fabricas. Os investimentos sdo parte do compromisso estratégico de longo prazo da
empresa com o sucesso e o crescimento futuro da indUstria de carne bovina dos EUA.

Austrdlia e Nova Zelandia - O desempenho da JBS Australia continua melhorando sequencialmente. A
disponibilidade de gado ainda é baixa, mas a forte demanda doméstica e internacional aumentou os precos
da carne bovina e, portanto, os resultados melhoraram. A Primo Foods continua aumentando suas vendas
com novos langamentos, nas suas marcas Primo e Beehive, com foco na qualidade e produtos inovadores
para o consumidor.

Em 3 de Novembro, anunciamos a aprovagdo do Tribunal Federal da Austrélia para adquirir 100% das a¢des
emitidas pela HUON, a segunda maior empresa de aquicultura de salmdo da Austrdlia com operacGes
verticalmente integradas situadas na Tasmania, abrangendo incubatérios, agricultura marinha, colheita,
processamento, marketing, vendas e distribuicdo. Os produtos primarios incluem filets de salmao, porc¢des
embaladas e outros produtos de valor agregado para os canais do varejo doméstico e atacado, e exportagdo.

Em IFRS e reais, a receita liquida no 3721 foi de R$10,9 bilhdes, 42,2% maior que no 3T20 e o EBITDA foi de
RS$1,2 bilhdo, com margem EBITDA de 10,8%. Esses resultados incluem o impacto da apreciacdo de 2,8% do
cdmbio médio (BRL vs. USD), que passou de RS$5,38 no 3720 para RS5,23 no 3T21.

Em US GAAP e USS, a receita liquida foi de US$2,1 bilhdes, um aumento de 46,3% comparado ao 3720, com
EBITDA de US$248,9 milh&es, e margem de 11,9%.

As margens do negdcio de carne suina nos Estados Unidos aumentaram na comparacdo trimestral
sustentadas pela forte demanda doméstica.

A escassez de mdo de obra e de logistica rodoviaria continuam a limitar o crescimento da producdo e de um
mix melhor de produtos. De acordo com o USDA, o volume de producdo da industria de carne suina no
terceiro trimestre de 2021 apresentou reducao de 7,3% em comparacdo com o terceiro trimestre de 2020.

No acumulado do ano, os volumes de exportacdo de carne suina dos EUA cairam 1% em relacdo ao mesmo
periodo do ano passado, de acordo com o USDA. As exportacdes para a China diminuiram significativamente
desde o inicio de 2021 (-37,1%), a medida que a producdo doméstica de carne suina da China se recuperou
apos o surto de ASF, que afetou severamente o setor em 2018/2019. No entanto, os volumes exportados
para a China este ano ainda permanecem bem altos em comparacdo com os niveis histéricos pré-ASF. Além
disso, outros mercados tradicionais aumentaram seus volumes no acumulado do ano, como o México, o
Japdo e a Coreia do Sul, em 29,8%, 6,5% e 5,0%, respectivamente, o que aliado a capacidade dos produtores
norte-americanos de expandir as suas vendas para diversos destinos internacionais, sustentou em bons
patamares os volumes de exportacdo dos EUA.

Seguindo nossa estratégia de longo prazo de aumentar nosso portfélio de valor agregado e produtos de
marca, e oferecer produtos ainda mais diversificados para clientes e consumidores, anunciamos a compra da
Sunnyvalley Smoked Meats, Inc., por USSS0 milhdes. A Sunnyvalley produz uma variedade de produtos,
como bacon defumado, presunto e peito de peru, para venda ao consumidor no varejo e no atacado sob a
marca Sunnyvalley. A aquisi¢do inclui uma unidade de produgdo em Manteca, na Califérnia, e a receita bruta
anual da Sunnyvalley é de US$150 milhdes.

Em linha com o nosso incansavel comprometimento na melhoria da exceléncia operacional, a JBS USA Pork
tem investido para aprimorar a automagdao nas areas de abate nas plantas, com 6timos resultados na
melhoria dos rendimentos e na diminui¢do do uso de mdo de obra.

A Swift Prepared Foods tem aumentado a sua produgdo na sua unidade de bacon pré-cozido e cozido, no
gue teve inicio de producdo no ultimo trimestre, em Moberly, MO. Nesta linha a construcdo de nossa nova
fabrica de produtos de charcutaria italiana, localizada em Columbia, MO, tem progredido e tem como meta
iniciar sua producdo em Janeiro de 2023.

Considerando os resultados em IFRS e Reais, a PPC apresentou receita liquida de RS20 bilhdes no 3721,
aumento de 21% em relacdo ao 3T20, e EBITDA Ajustado de RS2,4 bilhdes, com margem EBITDA de 11,8%.
Esses resultados incluem o impacto da apreciacdo de 2,8% do cdmbio médio, que foi de R$5,38 no 3720 para
RS5,23 no 3T21.

Em US GAAP e USS, a receita liquida da PPC no 3721 foi de USS$3,8 bilhdes, 24,5% maior do que no 3720, e 0
EBITDA Ajustado foi de US$346,9 milhBes com margem de 9,1%, o que exclui o impacto de contingéncias
legais nos Estados Unidos, no valor de USS126 milhdes.

Com um portfélio forte e equilibrado, a Pilgrim’s performou de maneira positiva no trimestre, com um
EBITDA ajustado substancialmente superior aos resultados do 3T20, bem como aos resultados mais
normalizados do 3T19, superando os continuos desafios trazidos pela pandemia do COVID-19.

Nos Estados Unidos, demanda e precos tém se mantido em patamares robustos. O negdcio de foodservice
avangou quando comparado ao mesmo periodo do ano anterior, atingindo niveis mais altos do que os pré-
pandémicos, enquanto os volumes de varejo permaneceram fortes. O volume de produtos preparados
aumentou 7% no geral e 16% no canal direto ao consumidor, a medida que a PPC aumentou a exposi¢do de
suas marcas Pilgrim’s e Just Bare no varejo em resposta ao crescimento continuo do interesse em marcas
nesse segmento. As margens continuaram a melhorar também na operacgdo de big bird, apesar de maiores
custos de matéria prima e de operacgdo, além de um mix de produtos abaixo do ideal devido a significativa
escassez de mao de obra.

No México, os negdcios mantiveram a boa performance, e o preco dos graos se tornou mais moderado a
medida que o negdcio migra de um verdo sazonalmente forte e se aproximava do outono.

Na Europa, a Moy Park e a Pilgrim’s UK enfrentaram escassez de mdo de obra e tiveram que lidar com a falta
de caminhoneiros que deixarem o Reino Unido apds o Brexit. Além disso, o aumento dos custos e a inflagdo
dos precos dos grdos pressionaram as margens. Apesar disso, a PPC ainda foi capaz de atender os principais
clientes no Reino Unido com um nivel de servigo superior.

MESSAGE FROM THE CEO

We have ended the third quarter of 2021 with the certainty that we are on the
right path. Once again, the results we are presenting are proof, not only of the
operational excellence of JBS, but also the undeniable strength of our team of
250,000 team members around the world. Prosperous and virtuous is the company
that can weather challenging periods in such a sound manner, meeting its
responsibility to the planet and its communities while, at the same time, creating
value for all its stakeholders.

We recently achieved a recognition that fills us with pride: we are full investment
grade, which puts JBS in that group of the world’s most respected and solid
companies. This is the direct result of our team’s focus on operational excellence,
environmental and financial sustainability, and corporate governance. We
appointed two new independent members to our Board of Directors, we have
strengthened our policies, governance and compliance processes, and we have
established an aggressive sustainability target that will see us to become Net Zero
by 2040.

We have ended this quarter in the best and most robust moment of our history: Our leverage reached 1.49x, even
with all the organic and non-organic investments we are undertaking in the various geographic regions where we
operate. Since 2020, we have invested USS 1.4 billion in ESG, USS 3.7 billion in new acquisitions, USS 1.3 billion in
expanding and modernizing our production units, and have returned USS 3.3 billion to our shareholders. This quarter
saw us conclude the acquisition of the meats and meals business of Kerry Consumer Foods, leader in the production
of frozen and chilled ready-to-eat meals in the United Kingdom and Ireland. We also obtained final approval for the
acquisition of Huon, the second-largest salmon aquaculture business in Australia, signaling our entry into this
segment. Further, we announced the agreement to acquire SunnyValley, a company that produces bacon, ham,
turkey breast and other prepared foods in the United States.

With the superior results achieved today, we have also devoted ourselves to guaranteeing the conditions needed to
continue our future prosperity. And it is precisely because of this that we were the first major company in our sector
to take on the Net Zero commitment. By 2040, we will achieve net zero greenhouse gas emissions across our entire
value chain. This was why we were also present at COP26, in Glasgow, to learn and share what we have learned with
global leaders who have also embraced the same concern: the search for a more sustainable future for everyone.

At COP, alongside nine other of the world’s largest global companies that process and commercialize food, we issued
a joint declaration undertaking to develop, by COP27, a sectorial roadmap for containing global warming to 1.5°C
above pre-industrial levels. This declaration was articulated by the governments of the USA and the United Kingdom,
with the support of the Tropical Forest Alliance, linked to the World Economic Forum, and by the World Business
Council for Sustainable Development. We have also entered into a strategic partnership with Royal DSM to
accelerate the reduction of bovine enteric methane emissions on a global scale by using a new feed supplement in
the beef production value chain.

We have two urgent issues to tackle: slowing global warming and ensuring food security for the growing world
population. In this respect we have two convictions: that these challenges cannot be tackled in an isolated manner,
but only if we all unite; and that food production is a crucial part of the solution. Only with the transition to more
sustainable production will our business thrive, while guaranteeing food safety and the preservation of the planet.

With this in mind, and assuming the responsibilities that fit our role as global leaders, we will remain focused on
helping to feed the people of the world with the best there is and in an increasingly sustainable manner.

SOCIAL

Since 2020, the social responsibility program “Fazer O Bem Faz Bem” has allocated more than RS700
million globally in donations to fight the COVID-19 pandemic, of which R$400 million in Brazil, and
recently JBS announced the donation of more than 130 tons of protein to be distributed by the end of
the year. The Program has injected more than R$20 million into projects of NGOs and social institutions,
benefitting more than 2 million socially vulnerable people in Brazil.

In the United States, JBS has invested in the Hometown Strong program in support of the communities
where it is located, with cash donations, scholarships and support for home building, among other
actions. The most recent donation was intended for the Green Bay area, in Wisconsin, where JBS is
assisting in the construction of 200 homes. Also, as part of the Hometown Strong initiative, JBS USA and
Pilgrim’s are putting together the largest program of monthly fee-exempt university education in North
America, called Better Futures. The team members and their dependent children have the opportunity to
take short-term university courses.

INCLUSION AND DIVERSITY

A new Diversity and Inclusion Committee was created with four affinity groups for: Women, LGBTQIA+,
black people and people with disabilities.

As part of this initiative we have retained RM Consulting, a consulting company of Rachel Maia, to drive
the actions for diversity and inclusion and the social education of the senior management of JBS on issues
involving racial and gender equality and PwD. To date, there have been over 600 hours of training related
to the topic to directors, Communication and HR teams .

We have joined the Mover (Movement for Racial Equality) initiative, consisting of almost 50 companies in
the consumer goods sector striving to create 10,000 new positions for black people, in addition to
generating opportunities for 3 million people in the years ahead through practical actions.

GOVERNANCE

On October 28" Mr. Cledorvino Belini and Mr. Francisco Turra were appointed as independent members
of the Board of Directors. With a career spanning more than 40 years in multinational companies, Mr.
Cledorvino Belini held the position of Chief Executive Officer of the automotive manufacturing company
Fiat in Brazil and in Latin America for 11 years, between 2004 and 2015. He was president of the National
Association of Automotive Vehicle Manufacturers (Anfavea) between 2010 and 2013 and Chief Executive
Officer of Companhia Energética de Minas Gerais S.A. (Cemig), from February 2019 to January 2020.
Former Minister for Agriculture, Mr. Francisco Turra has extensive experience in the agribusiness sector
and in the financial market, having held the positions of Vice President and Director of Operations of the
BRDE bank between 2007 and 2008 and Chief Executive Officer of Banrisul from 1995 to 1996. He was
also President of the National Food Supply Company (Conab), President of the Brazilian Animal Protein
Association (ABPA) and Vice President of the Latin American Poultry Association.

JBS” Board of directors also counts on two women and has been awarded the WOB (Women on Board)
certification that recognizes organizations with at least two women as directors or executive officers. The
initiative is supported by UN Women.

ESG HIGHLIGHTS

SUSTAINABILITY

JBS was the first global company in the protein sector to commit to becoming Net Zero, with a clear
action plan, supported by science-based targets, consistent with the established criteria by the Science-
Based Targets initiative (SBT).

As part of this commitment, JBS participated in the UN's Race to Zero campaign, which aims to bring
together leaders from around the world to eliminate net greenhouse gas emissions.

And at the COP 26 in Glasgow, Scotland, JBS signed a joint declaration, articulated by the U.K. and U.S.
governments, with other companies committing to develop by the COP27 an industry roadmap to
contain global warming by 1.5°C . At the same event, JBS signed a partnership with Royal DSM to
implement a project with the goal of reducing the emission of cattle enteric methane on a global scale.

INVESTMENT GRADE

On November 5™ Moodys upgraded JBS credit rating to Baa3 from Bal, with a stable outlook.

According to the Moody’s report, the upgrade to Baa3 reflects the fact that “JBS” strategy to expand its
global footprint into value-added processed food segments has improved its business profile and resulted
in more stability in operating margins and cash flow over time, while the conservative debt amortization
schedule reduces liquidity risk”. Also according to the report, “Moody’s acknowledges that JBS improved
its corporate governance” and that “the establishment of an independent statutory audit committee and
of financial and compliance policies are positive considerations for the company's governance and
supportive of this rating action. JBS has implemented a number of compliance policies since 2018,
including a Global Code of Conduct, a Global Conflicts of Interest Policy and a Global Anti-Corruption
Policy.”

On June 8, 2021, the rating agency Fitch Ratings raised the rating of JBS to investment grade, and thus,
with the rating by both agencies, the company is now classified as Full Investment Grade.

SHARE PERFORMANCE
JBS shares performed above the IBOVESPA index last year, rising by 79.3% in the period between
September 30, 2020 and September 30, 2021. In the same period, the IBOV increased by 17.3%.
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SHAREHOLDER RETURN

The accumulated net income in 2021 reached RS$14 billion. This amount already implies a minimum
dividend of around R$3.5 billion to be paid in 2022, of which we have already announced RS$2.5 billion of
anticipation of an interim dividend in August 2021.

Considering the interim dividends announced on this date, JBS already reached a Dividend Yield of 8% in
2021.

If we add the RS7 billion repurchase carried out this year until the month of October, the shareholder’s
return Dividend Yield + Buyback totals 15% in 2021.

ACQUISITIONS

On November 3™, JBS announced the approval by the Federal Court of Australia to acquire 100% of the
shares issued by HUON for an amount equivalent to AUS425 million (EV of AUS546 million) on November
17, 2021. This is the last necessary step in the acquisition. Huon is Australia's second largest salmon
aquaculture company with vertically integrated operations based in Tasmania, spanning hatcheries,
marine agriculture, harvesting, processing, marketing, sales and distribution. Primary products include
salmon fillets, portioned packaging and other value-added products for the domestic wholesale, retail
and export channels.

On October 15%, JBS announced an agreement for the acquisition of Sunnyvalley Smoked Meats, Inc., for
USS90 million. Founded in 1990, Sunnyvalley Smoked Meats produces a variety of products, such as
smoked bacon, ham and turkey products, for sale to retail and wholesale customers under the
Sunnyvalley brand. The acquisition includes a production facility in Manteca, California, and the
company's annual gross revenues are USS150 million.

On September 24t JBS concluded the acquisition of Kerry Food Group's Meats and Meals business. This
business will be renamed Pilgrim's Food Masters and will serve key customer relationships, providing a
range of value-added products and prepared foods with a portfolio of strong brands.

NET REVENUE

In 3Q21, JBS recorded a consolidated net revenue of R$92.6 billion, which represents an increase of 32.2% in
relation to 3Q20, with growth in all business units (in Reais): Seara (+38.2%), JBS Brasil (+35.3%), JBS USA
Beef (+34.2%), JBS USA Pork (+42.2%), and PPC (+21%).

For the 3Q21, around 73% of JBS global sales were in the domestic markets where the Company operates
and 27% were through exports.

In the last 12 months, net revenue reached R$329.6 billion (US$61.7 billion).

ADJUSTED EBITDA
In the 3Q21, adjusted EBITDA was R$13.9 billion, an increase of 74.2% in relation to 3Q20, with highlight to
JBS USA Beef. EBITDA margin for the quarter was 15.0%.

In the last 12 months, adjusted EBITDA reached a new record of R$39.5 billion (US$7.4 billion), with EBITDA
Margin of 12.0%.

NET INCOME

In 3Q21, JBS posted a record net income of R$7.6 billion, an increase of 142.1% in relation to 3Q20, which
represents an earnings per share of R$3.01.

CASH FLOW FROM OPERATING ACTIVITIES AND FREE CASH FLOW

In 3Q21, the cash flow from operating activities was R$10.8 billion, an increase of 40%, mainly due to the
improvement in the operational performance.

Free cash flow, after investments and net interest, totaled R$7.3 billion. If we excluded the impact of RS1.1
billion from payments of PPC’s Antitrust agreements, the Free Cash Flow would have been R$8.4 billion.

NET CASH PROVIDED (USED) BY INVESTING ACTIVITIES

In 3Q21, the total cash used in investment activities was RS7.7 billion. Purchase of Property, Plants and
Equipment (CAPEX) totaled RS$2.6 billion in the quarter and the acquisition of subsidiaries, net of cash
obtained from acquisitions, totaled R$5.1 billion, given the conclusion of the acquisition of the Kerry
Consumer Foods” meats and meals businesses in the end of September, 2021.

INDEBTEDNESS

JBS ended 3Q21 with R$23.3 billion in cash. Additionally, JBS USA has US$2.2 billion available in secured
revolving credit lines, equivalent to R$11.9 billion considering quarter-end exchange rate, which secures JBS
a total availability of R$35.2 billion, more than three times its short-term debt.

Net Debt in Dollars went from USS$9.1 billion in 3Q20 to US$11.2 billion in 3Q21 and leverage decreasing
from 1.60x to 1.49x in the same period.

In Reais, net debt increased from R$51.5 billion in 3Q20 to R$61.0 billion in 3Q21, with leverage decreasing
from 1.83x to 1.52x in the period.

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In the quarterly comparison, net debt increased from R$54.2 billion in 2Q21 to R$61.0 billion in 3Q21.
Despite the R$13.9 billion of EBITDA in the quarter, net debt was impacted by the exchange variation in the
amount of R$4.2 billion due to the final exchange rate depreciation (BRL vs. USD), which went from RS$5.00 in
2Q21 to RS$5.44 in 3Q21. In addition, in line with the Company’s strategy of growth combined with
shareholder return, the increase in net debt also increased as a result of the payment for the acquisition of
Kerry in the amount of R$5.1 billion, dividend payment in the amount of R$2.5 billion and net repurchase of
shares in the amount of R$1.2 billion in the period.

In 3Q21, Seara posted net revenue of R$9.6 billion, 38.2% higher than 3Q20, as a result of an increase of
20.4% in volumes and a 14.7% prices’.

Sales in the domestic market, which accounted for 51% of the business unit's revenue in the period, totaled
R$4.9 billion, 44% higher than 3Q20. The prepared foods category maintained its growth trend and
registered an increase of 4.0% in volume sold and 19.9% in prices?.

Focusing on innovation, we made important launches in the quarter:

* With Incrivel Seara, we launched the first complete line of 100% vegetable protein-based cuts in Brazil,
such as chicken cubes, chicken fillets, ground beef, beef and beef strips.

* We searched for the best spices in the world to create Seara Super Picante, a complete, exclusive and
limited line of frozen products.

* We launched the Frango de Padaria Seara (Bakery Chicken), a product that delivers convenience and a
“sunday flavor” for every day in the week.

* We expanded our fish portfolio, exploring variety and convenience, with new fish options, and a line of
breaded products, such as fried fish fillet.

In the frozen food segment, the Seara brand completed 28 consecutive months as market leader reaching
29.3% of market share value, expanding its advantage to 9.3 p.p. in relation to the second player. In the pizza
segment, Seara achieved leadership as a brand, with 34% of market share value.

In the export market, net revenue totaled R$4.7 billion, 32.6% higher compared to 3Q20, due to an increase
of 19.7% in the volume sold and a 10.7% increase in the average sales price. It is worth noting that the
average FX appreciated by 2.8% in the period, from R$5.38 in 3Q20 to R$5.23 in 3Q21, in addition to the
temporary suspension in certifications to export to Saudi Arabia and the slowdown in pork exports to China,
impacting profitability in the export market compared to the same period of the previous year.

In 3Q21, the scenario for production costs, especially animal feed, remained challenging. According to ESALQ
data, the average cost of soybean meal and corn in 3Q21 was around 23% and 74% higher than in 3Q20,
respectively. The increase in cost has been partially offset by the increase in sales prices, coupled with a
better mix of markets, channels and products, in addition to management’s focus on operational efficiency
and innovation. Thus, adjusted EBITDA reached R$984.2 million, with a margin of 10.2%.

In 3Q21, JBS Brazil recorded net revenue of R$15.5 billion, 35.3% higher than in 3Q20, despite the 11%
reduction in the number of cattle processed in the period, which is explained by the shortage of raw material
and by the temporary suspension of Brazilian exports to China in early September.

In the domestic market, which represented 49% of this business unit, net revenue grew 22.6% year-on-year,
mainly due to the 44.3% increase in the average selling price in the fresh beef category, despite 17% lower
volumes amid a more challenging economic environment. In October, the Friboi brand was certified by the
National Institute of Industrial Property (INPI) as a High Renown brand, a seal that guarantees the exclusive
use of its name in any segment of activity. In addition, Friboi brand achieved an important achievement by
being elected the most remembered meat brand in Brazil, according to a Top of Mind 2021 survey.

The export market was the highlight of the quarter, with net revenue posting a significant increase of 50.1%
when compared to 3Q20, reaching R$7.9 billion, as a result of the 25.0% growth in volume and 26.7% in the
average sale price of the fresh beef category.

EBITDA totaled R$946.1 million in 3Q21, an increase of 10.4% compared to 3Q20, despite the retraction in
the EBITDA margin, which went from 7.5% in 3Q20 to 6.1% in 3Q21. The result for the quarter, although
showing a sequential improvement, continues to be impacted by the increase in production costs, notably
the average price of cattle which, according to data published by CEPEA-ESALQ, increased circa 35% from
3Q20to 3Q21.

Considering results in IFRS and Reais, JBS USA Beef posted net revenue of R$38.6 billion in 3Q21, 34.2%
higher than in 3Q20, and an EBITDA of R$8.4 billion and margin of 21.8% for the period. These results
include the impact of the 2.8% appreciation of the average exchange rate (BRL vs. USD), which went from
RS$5.38 to RS5.23 in the period.

In USGAAP and USS, net revenue was USS7.4 billion, an increase of 38.1% compared to 3Q20, and an EBITDA
of USS1.6 billion, with a margin of 21.9%.

North America - In the U.S., availability of cattle remained stable, but the price of cattle showed an increase
of 20-22% compared to the same quarter last year.

North America markets continued to experience higher demand for beef this summer. The progress in Covid-
19 vaccinations accelerated the reopening and rebuilding of the foodservice channel while the retail sales
remained strong, which has impacted cutout value. On the other hand, operating costs were also higher
primarily driven by increases in labor and benefit costs, as well as freight and storage.

Global demand for beef also remains very strong, particularly in Asia which is now responsible for more than
75% of the total U.S. beef exports. China continues to increase its share monthly and has become the third
largest destination for American beef. International sales are an important channel for North American beef.

We are investing more than US$130 million in the U.S. beef industry to increase production capacity and
more than US$150 million in annualized pay increases to workers across our nine beef plants. The
investments are part of the company’s long-term strategic commitment to the success and future growth of
the U.S. beef industry.

Australia and New Zealand — JBS Australia performance continues to improve sequentially. Cattle availability
is still low, but strong domestic and international demand has increased beef prices and therefore improved
results. Primo Foods continues increasing sales volume in Australia and New Zealand with new launches,
under the leading brands Primo and Beehive, focusing on quality and innovative consumer packaged
products.

Most recently, we announced that JBS Australia received approval from the Federal Court of Australia to
acquire 100% of the shares issued by HUON the second largest salmon aquaculture company with vertically
integrated operations situated in Tasmania, spanning across hatcheries, marine farming, harvesting,
processing, marketing, sales and distribution. Primary products include whole salmon, fresh salmon fillets,
portioned modified atmosphere packaging and other value-add products for the growing domestic
wholesale, retail and export channels.

Considering results in IFRS and Reais, JBS USA Pork posted net revenue of R$10.9 billion in 3Q21, 42.2%
higher than 3Q20, and an EBITDA of R$1.2 billion, with an EBITDA margin of 10.8%. These results include the
impact of the 2.8% appreciation of the average exchange rate (BRL vs. USD), which went from R$5.38 to
RS$5.23 in the period.

In US GAAP and USS, net revenue was USS2.1 billion, an increase of 46.3% compared to 3Q20, and an
EBITDA of US$248.9 million, with a margin of 11.9%.

Supported by strong domestic demand, the pork business in the United States increased its margins in the
quarterly comparison.

Labor and trucking shortages continue to hold back production growth and a better mix of products.
According to the USDA, commercial pork production in 3Q21 produced 7.3% fewer pounds, compared to
3Q20.

Year to date, US pork export volumes were almost 1% below the same period last year, according to the
USDA. Exports to China have declined significantly since the beginning of 2021 (-37.1%), as their domestic
pork production has recovered from the ASF outbreak that severely damaged their pork industry in
2018/2019. However, US pork volumes exported to China this year still remain very high in comparison to
the pre-ASF levels. Also, other traditional markets, such as Mexico (+29.8%), Japan (+6.5%) and South Korea
(+5.0%), grew volumes YTD, which coupled with the increased export sales in several other international
destinations has so far sustained the export volumes from the US at good levels.

Following our long-term strategy of increasing our value-added portfolio and branded products, and offering
even more diversified products to customers and consumers, we announced the purchase of Sunnyvalley
Smoked Meats, Inc., for US$90 million. Founded in 1990, Sunnyvalley Smoked Meats produces a variety of
products such as smoked bacon, ham and turkey breast, for sale to retail and wholesale consumers under
the Sunnyvalley brand. The acquisition includes a production facility in Manteca, California, and the
company’s annual gross revenue is USS150 million.

In line with our relentless efforts to improve operational excellence, JBS USA Pork is investing to improve
automation within the harvest floors of its facilities, with great results in better yields and less labor.

Swift Prepared Foods is ramping up production in its newest pre-cooked and cooked bacon processing
facility that officially started operating last quarter, in Moberly, MO. Also, the construction of our new ltalian
meats facility, located in Columbia, MO, is progressing well and it is targeted to begin commercial production
in January 2023.

Considering results in IFRS and Reais, PPC posted a net revenue of R$20 billion in the 3Q21, a 21% increase in
comparison to 3Q20, and an Adjusted EBITDA of R$2.4 billion, with a EBITDA margin of 11.8%. These results
include a 2.8% impact of the average FX rate (BRL vs USD), which was R$5.38 in 3Q20 and R$5.23 in 3Q21.

In US GAAP and USS, PPC net revenue in the 3Q21 was USS$3.8 billion, 24.5% higher than 3Q20, and an
Adjusted EBITDA of USS$346.9 million with a 9.1% margin, which excludes the impact of an aggregate legal
contingency accrual of US$126 million in the U.S.

With a balanced and strong portfolio, Pilgrim’s was able to perform well in the quarter, with an adjusted
EBITDA substantially higher in relation to the 3Q20 results as well as the more normalized results of 3Q19,
despite the ongoing challenges brought on by the COVID pandemic.

In the United States, demand and pricing have been robust. The foodservice business improved year-over-
year, achieving levels higher than pre-pandemic, while retail volumes remained strong. Prepared Foods
volume was up 7% overall and 16% in the consumer channel as PPC purposefully grew its Pilgrim’s® and Just
Bare® brands at the retail in response to the continued growth in interest in brands in that segment. Margins
continued to improve in the commodity large bird deboning operation, despite higher input and operating
costs and less than optimal mix due to the significant ongoing labor shortages.

In Mexico, the business continued to perform well, and grain pricing began to moderate as the business
came off the seasonally strong summer months and headed into the fall.

In Europe, Moy Park and Pilgrim’s UK both faced shortages of labor and truck drivers as EU workers left the
UK following Brexit. In addition, rising cost and grain inflation put pressure on both these businesses. Despite
that, PPC was still able to continue to support Key Customers in the U.K. with superior levels of service.
