Hoje, a JHSF anuncia um importante avango em dire¢cdo ao escopo 3 com o
langamento do “Programa Catarina Carbon Free”, que neutralizard 100% do volume de querosene de aviagao
comercializado no Aeroporto, de forma automatica e por meio da aquisicdo de créditos de carbono certificados

por padrdes internacionais.

Com essas iniciativas, a JHSF reforga seus compromissos com a agenda ESG e seguira apresentando os resultados
de suas a¢Ges com a agenda climatica, direcionando todas as suas operacfes para se tornarem polos de impacto

positivo.

PROGRAM

JHSF PARTICIPACOES S.A. ("Company") announces that its airport, Sdo Paulo Catarina Executive International
Airport ("Airport"), achieved 1 place in the Sustainable Airports Program ("Program") in the category of airports
with a capacity of up to 200,000 passengers, in the 2023 edition. Promoted by ANAC (National Civil Aviation
Agency), the Program encourages the reduction of the sector's impacts and recognizes the socio-environmental
initiatives of national airports. This accomplishment highlights another achievement of JHSF's commitments to

sustainability and ESG practices.

Since its first year of operation, the Airport has neutralized 100% of the carbon from its operations (scopes 1 and
2) through offsets. Today, JHSF announces an important advance towards scope 3 with the launch of "Catarina
Carbon Free Program," which will automatically neutralize 100% of the volume of aviation kerosene

commercialized at the Airport through the purchase of carbon credits certified by international standards.

JHSF reinforces with these initiatives its commitment to the ESG agenda and will continue to present the results

of its actions within the climate agenda, directing all its operations to become hubs of positive impact.
