Americanas S.A. — Em Recupera¢ao Judicial (“Americanas” or “Company”), informs that with
the view of reaching an agreement with its creditors in order to equalize its debts, meetings are
being held on this date with banks and other financial creditors. Rothschild & Co, the advisor
engaged by the Company to interact with such creditors, submitted a proposal considering,
mainly, a capital increase in cash, with the support of the Company’s reference shareholders, in
the amount of RS$7 billion (including the DIP Financing already contributed which would be
converted into capital), the repurchase of debt by the Company in the amount of R$12 billion
and the conversion of financial debts in the total amount of approximately R$18 billion, partially
in capital and partially in subordinated debt.

At this moment there has not been an agreement with respect to the submitted proposal. The
Company expects to continue having constructive discussions with its creditors in order to reach
a sustained solution that allows the continuity of its activities.
