Investimento do Torg Ventures na Celcoin

Sao Paulo, 16 de julho de 2021. A Singia S.A. (B3: SQIA3) ("Companhia”), provedora de
tecnologia para o sistema financeiro, comunica que o Torg Ventures, seu programa de
corporate venture capital, assinou nesta data um contrato para investimento na Celcoin
Pagamentos S.A. (“Celcoin”).

A Celcoin é pioneira no conceito de open finance no Brasil, e atende mais de 170 clientes
incluindo bancos digitais, fintechs, programas de fidelidade e varejistas, com as seguintes
solucdes:

e Plataforma para transacdes financeiras digitais, como pagamentos (boletos,
concessionarias, recargas e tributos) e transferéncias (PIX, TED e DOC), permitindo
aos seus clientes ofertar servicos financeiros sem complexidade através de APIs; e

e Rede propria para transacdes financeiras digitais e fisicas, como depdsitos e saques,
por meio de 50 mil PDVs presentes em 3 mil municipios, terminais do Banco 24 Horas
e das Loterias, permitindo aos seus clientes alcancar capilaridade sem agéncias.

A Celcoin apresenta um posicionamento estratégico unico e um potencial de crescimento
enorme, impulsionado pela expansao na oferta de servigos financeiros no Brasil, e viu seu
volume de transacdes crescer 4x nos ultimos 12 meses. Mensalmente, 8 milhdes de pessoas
transacionam mais de RS 1,5 bilhdo na plataforma.

Esse é o primeiro investimento direto minoritario anunciado pelo Torqg Ventures, lancado em
janeiro. O aporte de RS 15.000.000,00 compds uma rodada de RS 55.000.000,00 que contou
com a lideranca do Torg Ventures e co-investimentos do boostLAB e a Vox Capital. Os
recursos serao destinados a obtencao de licencas perante o Bacen e a expansao das
operacdes da Celcoin.

A Singia tem como objetivos nesse investimento (i) reforcar sua estratégia de open finance;
(ii) se posicionar no mercado de infraestrutura para bancos digitais e fintechs; (iii) explorar
sinergias comerciais, distribuindo as solucdes da Celcoin na sua base de clientes e vice-
versa; e (iv) explorar sinergias técnicas, fornecendo softwares para suportar a expansao das
operacdes da Celcoin.

Torg Ventures Investment in Celcoin

Sao Paulo, July 16, 2021. Singia S.A. (B3: SQIA3) ("Company”), provider of technology for
the financial system, communicates that Torqg Ventures, its corporate venture capital
program, has signed, on this date, an agreement to invest in Celcoin Pagamentos S.A.
(“Celcoin”).

Celcoin is a pioneer in the open finance concept in Brazil, serving more than 170 customers,
including digital banks, fintechs, loyalty programs, and retailers, with the following solutions:

e Aplatform for digital financial transactions, such as payments (bills, concessionaires,
rechargers, and taxes) and bank transfers (PIX, TED, and DOC), allowing its customers
to offer financial services without complexity through APlIs; and

e Own business network for digital and physical financial transactions, such as
deposits and withdrawals, through 50 thousand POS devices presented in 3
thousand cities, cash machines, and lotteries, allowing its customers to leverage its
reach without branches.

Celcoin presents a unique strategic position and a huge growth potential, boosted by the
expansion of the financial services offer in Brazil, and saw its transaction volume grow 4x in
the last 12 months. Monthly 8 million people transact more than RS 1.5 billion through its
platform.

This is the first direct investment through minority stake acquisition announced by Torq
Ventures, launched in January. The amount of RS 15,000,000.00 comprised a business
round that totaled RS 55,000,000.00 and had the leadership of Torq Ventures and co-
investments of boostLAB e a Vox Capital. The funds will be used to get licenses from Bacen
and to expand Celcoin’s operations.

Through these investments, Singia aims (i) to reinforce its open finance strategy:; (ii) to be
positioned in the infrastructure market of digital banks and fintechs; (iii) to explore
commercial synergies, offering Celcoin’s solutions for its customer base and vice versa; and
(iv) to explore technical synergies, providing software to support the expansion of Celcoin’s
operations.
