Raizen se torna primeiro player de etanol no mundo a receber certificacao que
habilita o produto para producao de SAF

A Raizen S.A. (B3: RAIZ4) (“Raizen"” ou “Companhia”) comunica aos seus acionistas
e ao mercado em geral que recebeu a certificagao ISCC CORSIA Plus ( Carbon Offsetting
and Reduction Scheme for International Aviation), emitido pela International Civil Aviation
Organization (ICAO), que comprova que o etanol, produzido no Parque de Bioenergia
Costa Pinto em Piracicaba (SP), cumpre os requisitos internacionais para a producao de
Combustivel Sustentavel de Aviacao (Sustainable Aviation Fuel) ("SAF”). Com isso, a

Raizen se torna a primeira produtora de etanol do mundo certificada.

Produzido a partir de matéria-prima renovavel, o SAF é capaz de reduzir cerca de 80% o
volume total de emissdes de gases de efeito estufa em comparacdo ao combustivel fdssil
de aviagao, segundo estimativa da IATA (Associacao Internacional de Transportes
Aéreos). Para atender a essa demanda, estao sendo construidas, em varios paises, plantas
para producao de SAF a partir da rota Alcohol to Jet (ATJ), um processo que converte

etanol em SAF.

Raizen becomes the first player in the world to receive certification that qualifies
ethanol for SAF production

Raizen S.A. (B3: RAIZ4) (“"Raizen” or “"Company”) informs its shareholders and the market
in general that, it has received the ISCC CORSIA Plus certification (Carbon Offsetting and
Reduction Scheme for International Aviation), issued by the International Civil Aviation
Organization (ICAQ), which proves that the ethanol produced at the Costa Pinto Bioenergy Park
in Piracicaba (SP) complies with international requirements to produce Sustainable Aviation Fuel
(SAF). With that, Raizen becomes the world'’s first certified ethanol producer.

Produced from renewable feedstock, SAF has the potential to reduce greenhouse gas emissions
by around 80% compared to fossil aviation fuel, according to estimates by the International Air
Transport Association (IATA). To meet this demand, several plants are being built to produce
SAF around the world, using the Alcohol to Jet (ATJ) technology, which converts ethanol into
SAF.
